On January 29-30, 2008 in Washington, D.C. a broad and diverse group of Latino leaders working in HIV/AIDS across the United States, Puerto Rico and U.S. Virgin Islands will ​​​​​​​e coming together as a national consensus to adopt the Latino Hispanic AIDS Action Agenda.     

	WHAT:
	For the first time in the history of this epidemic in the U.S., the impact of HIV/AIDS in Latino and Hispanic communities will be presented in a national scale with over 175 representatives from community based organizations, health departments, direct service providers, researchers, advocates, people living with HIV/AIDS, public health experts, and elected officials. 

A news conference - will be held after the Opening Ceremony on January 29, 2008 to acknowledge the impact of HIV/AIDS across the U.S., Puerto Rico and U.S. Virgin Islands. Past and present challenges will be addressed, and solutions and action steps necessary to continue to fight this disease will be discussed. 

The Latino/Hispanic AIDS Action Agenda is a national health and prevention document that responds to the crisis that affects Latinos and Hispanics across the US, Puerto Rico and Virgin Islands. 

Honorable Hilda Solis and Honorable Ileana Ros-Lehtinen, along with other members of the U.S Congress, health officials, faith and community leaders, and individuals living with HIV/AIDS will sound the alarm that the HIV/AIDS epidemic is far from over and there is still much local work to be done in battling this disease.

 Today, there are approximately 1.2 million people living with HIV/AIDS in the U.S, which includes about 200,000 Latinos. As the largest and fastest growing ethnic minority group in the U.S., addressing the impact of HIV/AIDS in the Latino community takes on increased importance in efforts to improve the nation's health.
