· Including immigration and migration:  separate them under the one section.

· Make reference to the air-bridge project in NY – we have a president of a project that works; how do we expand it?
· Coordination of services across borders including states; we need to ensure consistent care between two points/residences for a mobile population -- it may be a harder argument to make internationally.
· We are to make sure that the issues that affect immigrants are identified.

· Major change: access to care for undocumented people.  Across states the issues are not the same.  How do we ensure uniformity for those infected or affected by HIV/AIDS?
· Language access, acculturation and capacity to navigate. 

· Do we have a sense of what states have enforced new or newer policies around documentation proof?  For example ADAP and need of proof of status for services.

· Seek out the governor of each state and what are their stances on the issue.
· Self-perception of barriers and how that hinders immigrants and migrants.
· Not confident that there is a good understanding of what are the issue of immigration and migration issues.  We need more data on that.  

· Epi data and intervention – how do we collect data?  The issue about how we collect data on multi-racial populations.  They ask them or use a racial profile, or something else. We need to counteract it.  

· With the growing demographics in the south – what do the organizations need to do to better service them?

· Not funded to deal with border issues – the promotoras model is not one based on or exists within the public health service system it’s a social/network model system.

· No public health system is looking at mobile populations. 
· Immigration BAN – not allowing HIV + folks.
· At congressional briefing working with national organizations finalizing a position paper that will be distributed.  
· Addressing legal/permanent residents but can not become citizenship because of their HIV status.
